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           Information on Club Ice Sessions for 2011‐12  
Why subscribe to club ice? 
Club ice subscriptions are open only to SCNV members and provide a positive atmosphere for skaters 
and coaches to skate together. Subscribing to club ice allows a skating Associate Member to become 
a Full Member, and thus be eligible for priority placement at test sessions, awards, and receives 
complimentary test level patches for passed tests hosted by SCNV. Club ice freestyle sessions are 
limited to a maximum of 20 skaters with the exception to session 3 for the allowance of Theater on 
Ice. 
 
How does club ice work? 
The SCNV contracts for prime ice time from Fairfax Ice Arena. The costs of ice time plus the costs of 
instruction for the Power Stroking class are used to set subscription fees for the five sessions offered 
this season. A contract is required to subscribe to ice time for the season. If you are a junior member 
under the age of 21, and you plan to contract for time on any of the club sessions, a parent member 
must also join SCNV. Please refer to the Season Handbook regarding Types of Memberships and 
submit membership application and fees to the Membership Chair. All club ice session contracts will 
be reviewed to ensure that the SCNV membership requirements have been met. 
 
All skaters should check‐in with the ice monitor prior to taking the ice. Skaters are expected to abide 
by the Skating Rules & Regulations in the Season Handbook. 
 
When is club ice? 
Club ice sessions are held on Monday evenings from 6:05pm to 9:05pm, September 12, 2011‐June 4, 

2012. There are no ice sessions on December 19 and 26, 2011 and May 21, 2012. There are a total 
of 36 ice sessions in the season. 
 
What club ice sessions are offered and what do they cost? 
For this season: we offer two freestyle sessions, one session for Theater On Ice and two Power 
Stroking sessions on Mondays. The fees  for each session are listed below. Also listed is an optional 
installment payment structure. The first payment of 40% of the total ice fee will be due with the 
contract. The second payment of 30% of the total ice fee will be due 12/1/2011. The third payment 
of 30% of the total ice fee will be due 2/1/2012.

Club members may practice field moves or freestyle skills on freestyle sessions. Field moves and 
freestyle skills may not be practiced on Theater On Ice. 
 
The power stroking sessions are open to skaters of all levels. Participants will be taught appropriate 
edge control, posture and body alignment, as well as power, speed and footwork by a SCNV board 
approved coach. These sessions are not open to individual coaching. 
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What is the payment policy? 
Payment of club ice sessions may be made for the entire season, or in three installments. If paying 
for the entire season, payment must be submitted at the time of application. If paying by 
installment, the first installment payment must be submitted at the time of application. Installment 
payment of ice fees is a privilege, which must not be abused. The Sessions Chair must receive all 
payments by the dates listed above in the installment payment schedule. Members delinquent in 
their payments will be charged $10.00 for each week the payment is delinquent and will be refused 
test, ice and competition privileges. Please remember to keep your payments timely to avoid loss of 
ice time and embarrassment to your child or yourself. 
 
Can we get a refund for missed sessions? 
The ice contract is for the entire season and is non‐refundable and non‐transferrable. 
The SCNV Board of Directors may grant an exception for skaters who missed sessions due to an 
injury that required a doctor’s visit and care and was severe enough to limit physical activities to 
heal. Documentation of the injury in a signed note from the doctor must be submitted as soon as 
possible after the injury in order for the Board to consider a refund. 
 
Can we make‐up missed sessions? 
For absences for any reason, the SCNV offers each subscriber up to three make‐ups per subscribed 
session for the entire season. The make‐ups are subject to the pick‐up policy. When using a make‐up, 
skaters must check in with the ice monitor and inform the monitor that they would like to use a 
make‐up. 
 
The make‐ups do not carry over to the next year and have no monetary value. For subscribers who 
enroll after December 1, two make‐ups are available. For subscribers who enroll after March 1, one 
make‐up is available. 
 
What is an ice monitor and how can I become one? 
Ice monitors are needed for each session. Duties include but are not limited to: checking in skaters 
on the session, collecting pick up ice fees, making sure ice sessions start and end on time, and playing 
music for skaters and coaches. This is a great way to help the club and get to know the skaters. Ice 
monitors are eligible to receive a token discount. For further information or to volunteer, please 
contact Patty Asman at patty@scnv.org. 
 
How do we subscribe to club ice? 
You may subscribe to club ice if you are a member of SCNV. Please ensure that all membership 
requirements are met (members under the age of 21 must have a parent/guardian join SCNV.) 
Please submit the Club Ice Contract (available on the SCNV website) along with the required fees by 
September 1, 2011.

Can we pick‐up a session that we are not subscribed to? 
SCNV members are allowed unlimited pick‐ups of sessions, subject to pick‐up policy. Non‐SCNV 
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members are allowed up to three pick‐ups during the season. Non‐SCNV members must fill out a 
release form.

What is the pick‐up policy? 
SCNV Full Skating Members have priority for pick‐up on: (1) any session with unassigned slots and (2) 
empty slots on full sessions occurring on a week‐to‐week basis. SCNV Associate Members also may 
pick up any session with remaining empty slots. Skaters picking up on Freestyle sessions must wait 
10 minutes before entering the ice if the session is fully subscribed. All skaters MUST check‐in with 
the ice monitor and pay any pick‐up fees BEFORE taking the ice.
